A Word from Father Jerry  
 
Dear Parishioners,  
     We are moving into the heart of the 
summer season, itõs almost the middle of July! 
It is all going so fast. The Gospel today 
speaks of going on a journey. It brings back 
memories of going on family vacations as a 
child. The journey in the Gospel though is not 
a vacation; it is the journey of discipleship. We must be focused on our 
desire to reveal Christõs love to others. In doing so, we deepen our own 
faith.  
     This past year we have had to deal with about $40,000 in unexpected 
repairs to the building. Given all of the increases in costs and the decrease 
in income this has been a special challenge. I am grateful to the Chicago 
Province of Jesuits who have offered to contribute $20,000. This is a big 
help, thank-you! I am very grateful to Fr. Ed Schmidt S.J., the provincial for 
his consistent support of Holy Family.  
     Speaking of the Jesuits, we will be having the annual mass in honor of 
the Feast of St. Ignatius here at Holy Family at 8:00 a.m. on July 31st. Mr. 
Frank Raispas, one of St. Ignatius most beloved professorõs will be honored 
as he retires. Frank is a parishioner of Holy Family and has been so good 
to us over the years. Congratulations Frank-ad multos annos! (He is a Latin 
and Greek professor)  
     It was great to see Sr. Mary Angela back after her retreat. As you 
know Sister will be moving to the Mother House in Dubuque later in the 
summer. She will be our special guest of honor at our 9:45 liturgy on 
Sunday, Aug. 9th. Please mark your calendars.  
     These difficult economic times can bring many legal problems as people 
face debt issues, immigration problems, disability claims and host of other 
legal challenges. The Chicago Legal Clinic, established by Bishop Paprocki 
and Edward Grossman have provided low cost legal services to people in 
need.

Mk 6:7-13 
 
Jesus summoned the Twelve and began to send them out two by two and 
gave them authority over unclean spirits.  He instructed them to take nothing 
for the journey but a walking stickñ no food, no sack, no money in their 
belts.  They were, however, to wear sandals but not a second tunic.  He 
said to them, "Wherever you enter a house, stay there until you leave.  
Whatever place does not welcome you or listen to you, leave there and 
shake the dust off your feet in testimony against them."  So they went off 
and preached repentance.  
The Twelve drove out many demons, and they anointed with oil many who 
were sick and cured them.

15th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 Sometimes, it feels as if we live 
in a world of contradictions. Take 
traveling for example; the Boy Scout in 
us tells us to be prepared. This means 
packing for nearly every imaginable 
weather scenario from blizzards to 
sandstorms. But the practical person 
within us knows that the lighter we 
travel, the easier a time we will have of 
it. This is especially true if we're flying; 
between extra costs for extra bags and 
long lines at baggage pickup, we're 
better off with just a small carry-on 
containing the bare essentials. And 
really, don't we only need the 
essentials? 
 In today's Gospel, Jesus has 
gathered his Twelve Apostles together 
and is preparing to send them out to 
heal those afflicted with unclean spirits. 
He instructs them to carry nothing, only a 
walking stick, their sandals and a single 
tunic. He assures them their needs will be 
satisfied. Those who listen to their 
preaching will help them; but should 
their preaching be ignored, they can 
quickly and efficiently move on to the 
next person. In this lesson, we learn to 
rid ourselves of the excess baggage in 
our lives, freeing us to seek a closer 
relationship with God. 
 Jesus did not instruct his 
disciples to preach to any one type of 
person, he only gave them the power to 
cleanse the spirit. In other words, he sent 
them out to free the people of the 
burdens of sin and make them able to 
accept the many and diverse gifts of 
God (CCC 814). Each day, we are 
given a wonderful opportunity to cast 
off the burdens and the excesses of 
every day life-shake the dust from our 
sandals-to make room for the gifts of 
God. And with these gifts, we are also 
given the responsibility of sharing their 
beauty with all those who would listen.
