A Word from Father Jerry  
 
Dear Parishioners,  
      It is a wonderful time, the season of 
summer! We are blessed to live in a city with 
much to offer. Recently I was walking along 
Northerly Island and I wondered is there a 
more beautiful city than Chicago? Our 
lakefront is a great treasure and a lasting 
tribute to Daniel Burnham, who presented such a great vision of Chicago, 
many years ago.  
     This weekend we welcome Zvonomir Nagy to our list of musicians. He is 
an accomplished classical organist who is completing his doctoral studies. 
We have three pipe organs and I thought it would be great from time to 
time to avail ourselves to these magnificent instruments. He will be playing 
at some of the 9:45 masses this summer and will be on the rotation for the 
5:00 masses. Welcome Zvonomir!  
     Our most famous pipe organ is the Rice-Frobenious Organ in the upper 
balcony. This spectacular instrument came to Holy Family a few years ago 
through the efforts of the Rice and Hooper Foundations. This famous organ 
had been played at the Church of St. Mary in Ellsinore Denmark. On the 
main floor is the console for the Austin organ, which was installed in 1949. 
The pipes are behind the Main Altar. In the West Transept is the Stanmeier 
Organ, which is on loan from the Hooper Foundation. This organ was built 
in 1860 and comes from a church in Germany.  
     This week, the major repairs to the sanctuary as a result of the winter 
have been completed. Work now has begun on the interior of the bell 
tower. This work will ensure public safety and continue our plan of regular 
maintenance of our Church and parish center.  
     This week, Holy Family received a $20.000 gift from the estate of Mr. 
David Rose. Mr. Rose had been a long time supporter of the preservation 
of the Church. I am grateful for his faithful support of the Church. May he 
rest in peace.  
In addition to maintaining our historic Church, I am also vitally concerned 
about the life of ministry and mission of the faith community. We are 
blessed by many who minister here and there is always the challenge of 
getting more people involved in the ministerial life of the parish.  
      I have been in conversation with the Parish Council and the Finance 
Council about pursuing a part time pastoral associate. This is a person who 
would help in the development of new programs like; bible study, the Rite 
of Christian Initiation for Adults, a senior citizens club and training catechists

16th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
  
      Many self-help books have been 
written over the years in which the author 
highly advocates the use of "to-do lists" 
in order to help us gain control over our 
lives. Generally, they say we will feel 
encouraged as we strike off the different 
things on our lists as we accomplish them. 
But what I have never seen any of these 
so-called experts advocate is creating a 
"done list" in which we take time each 
day to quietly reflect on all that we have 
achieved, no matter how small. When we 
cross things off a to-do list, we tend to 
say, "Thank God that's done." But when 
we look at a done list, we might be more 
tempted to say, "Thanks, God, for your 
help." 
     Jesus was trying to give his disciples a 
rest and a time for reflection and prayer 
in today's Gospel reading from Mark. 
They had returned from teaching 
throughout the area and were excited to 
tell him all they had accomplished, but at 
the same time Jesus felt they needed 
solitude to reflect and give thanks in 
prayer for all they had done. Still, the 
many people of the area searching for 
peace in their lives kept coming to them, 
the lost sheep of God's flock. 
 Throughout the Gospels, Jesus 
often draws away from his disciples to 
pray in silence and solitude. And when he 
does, he includes each and every one of 
us in his prayers. He became flesh and 
blood to give himself in sacrifice for us; 
he experienced our pain and suffering in 
order to free us from that pain (CCC 
2602). Few of us can remember much of 
any self-help book we've ever read, and 
rarely if ever do we go back to them. 
Yet the word of God remains, ready to 
be reflected upon again and again. 
Doing so prayerfully is to give thanks. 
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
