A Word from Father Jerry  
 
Dear Parishioners,  
 
     As we continue our journey through the 
“Bread of Life Discourses", we are invited to 
reflect on the bread of eternal life. Unlike the 
manna that fed the Israelites in the desert, 
the bread from heaven feeds us forever.  
     We have been blessed this month with some remarkable celebrations 
that help me to appreciate the power of faith and what can happen when 
one's life gives testimony to the bread that comes from heaven.   
     Last week we had a wonderful celebration of the ministry of Sr. Mary 
Angela Buser BVM. For 16 years she has touched the life of this community 
through her generous service.  
     Today we welcome home Fr. Jim Hassie SJ. Fr. Jim served as pastor 
here for many years and is a beloved part of our history. Jim is a 
renaissance man, he has the heart of a shepherd, he is a painter and he 
has spent much of his priesthood serving parishes facing many economic 
hardships.

     Last week the finance committee reviewed our end of the year report 
before it was forwarded to the Archdiocese. Of all the years I have been 
here, this year has been the most stressful trying to keep up with increasing 
expenses and declining income. The economy has had an impact on our 
community with unemployment and financial pressures. We have made it 
through this difficult year without having to dip into our savings. I 
appreciate all of your sacrifices. With our “dig a little deeper" effort last 
Spring we were able to catch up a bit on our lagging collections. With the 
grant we received to assist with the insurance, our generous sharing 
partners and income from weddings we met our responsibilities, improved 
our facilities and expanded our ministerial outreach. The report will now be 
reviewed and audited. When the final report has been officially approved 
I will make a report to the parish as I have done in the past. It will 
probably be in early October.

Sister 
Mary Otilie and Sister Marion are 
directors/teachers of the program 
which is focused on serving young 
women and men, ages 16 and older, 
who have not yet completed high 
school and want to prepare for the 
GED exam or improve their basic 
skills. Daily classes are held Monday 
through Thursday from 9:00 a.m. until 
noon. There are daily classes in 
reading, math, and language skills. In 
addition, there is instruction in 
computer usage, science, and social 
studies. Students are instructed 
according to their levels of 
achievement. Thanks to the support of 
the BVM Community, there is no fee 
for this program.
