Mk 8:27-35 
 
Jesus and his disciples set out for the villages of Caesarea Philippi.  Along the 
way he asked his disciples, òWho do people say that I am?ó  They said in reply, 
òJohn the Baptist, others Elijah, still others one of the prophets.ó  And he asked 
them, òBut who do you say that I am?ó  Peter said to him in reply, òYou are the 
Christ.ó  Then he warned them not to tell anyone about him.  
He began to teach them that the Son of Man must suffer greatly and be rejected 
by the elders, the chief priests, and the scribes, and be killed, and rise after three 
days.  He spoke this openly.  Then Peter took him aside and began to rebuke him.  
At this he turned around and, looking at his disciples, rebuked Peter and said, 
òGet behind me, Satan.  You are thinking not as God does, but as human beings 
do.ó 
He summoned the crowd with his disciples and said to them, òWhoever wishes to 
come after me must deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me.  For whoever 
wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for my sake and that of 
the gospel will save it.ó

The Rite of Christian Initiation of 

Adults, or RCIA, as it is commonly 
called, is a process where those 

wishing to become Catholic are 
prepared to enter the Church and 
receive the Sacraments of Baptism, 

Eucharist, and Confirmation at the 
Easter Vigil, Saturday evening, 

April 3rd.  Others who are also 
invited and encouraged to join 

RCIA include: 
¶ Baptized Catholics who were 

not brought up in the Faith and 
didnõt receive their First 
Communion and Confirmation. 

¶ Baptized Non Catholics who 
wish to convert to Catholicism 

¶ Non Catholics who were not 
Baptized or persons who have 

any religion 
¶ Non Catholic Spouses who 

would like to learn more about 
the religion in which their 
spouse and children profess 

belief 
Concerning RCIA, thereõs one very 

important point to be stressed. 
...RCIA is the responsibility of all 

of us.  When you think of it, 99+ 
% of us sitting in the pews each 

Sunday have all received the 
Sacraments of  Initiation (i.e. 
Baptism, Eucharist and 

Confirmation).  Therefore, it is up to 
us to spread the word about these 

sessions and to invite others to join 
the process.  Who of us doesnõt 

have some family member, a 
friend, a neighbor, a co-worker 

who might be interested, if only we 
extend the invitation.  How else will 
they know? 

We hope to begin these sessions at 
Holy Family in late September or 

early October.  If you have 
questions, are interested or know 

someone who is, please call the 
parish office and leave your name, 
address and phone number for Sr. 

Eileen who will get back to you as 
soon as possible.
