A Word from Father Jerry 
 
Dear Parishioners,  
    Tiberius. As I write this edition of the 
bulletin I am overlooking the Sea of 

Galilee. As I gaze across this famous 
body of water I can't help but feel it 

probably is not that different a view 
than Jesus would have seen 2000 years 

ago. With the exception of a few high 
tension wires and an occasional airplane much has remained unchanged. 

Even the boats for the most part are replicas of the boats that fishermen of 
Jesus' day would have used.  
    Yesterday, I celebrated mass at sunrise on a boat in the middle of this 

body of water. The Gospel was taken from Mark and was the account of 
the disciples being tossed about in the boat and Jesus was sound asleep. 

The water yesterday was quite calm and there was not a cloud in the sky-
forgive me but it was 83 degrees!  

    Our trip is off to a wonderful start. I am one of 20 priests and ministers 
from various faith traditions that are on a three week exploration of the 

Holy Land. We are walking in the footsteps of Jesus and our journey will 
eventually take us to Jerusalem. We have been visiting several 
archeological sites that continue to reveal the world that Jesus knew and 

the civilizations that preceded him.  
    We had a lecture yesterday based on Robert Wilkins book, "This Land 

is Holy". It was a moving reflection on why this land is sacred to the Jewish, 
Christian and Islamic traditions. For Christians until the third century we 

focused on the new and eternal Jerusalem, A Jerusalem we will come to 
know in eternity. St. Helen of the Cross brought the first relics of the Holy 

Land to Rome and the Emperor Constantine began the preservation of the 
sacred sites of Christian history. From that time, Jerusalem and the rest of 
Palestine became a place for pilgrims.  

    Tomorrow we head for the Mount of the Beatitudes for a day of 
reflection and then we will eventually be making our way to Nazareth. 

There have been several excavations that have revealed the dwellings that 
were occupied by people that lived at the time Jesus was in Nazareth. 

There are many exciting discoveries being made there. Beneath the 
Basilica of the Annunciation, is a whole underground excavation of homes, 

streets, shops and temples that are at least 2000 years old. It is most likely 
that Jesus would have actually walked and lived in this area. In the grotto 
beneath the main altar where tradition has it that the Annunciation took
