A Word from Father Jerry 
 

Dear Parishioners, 

  
Jerusalem, Israel. Today, throughout the 

world, the Church celebrates the Feast 
of All Saints. In the liturgy today we will 
hear many references to the celebration 

as the festival of the new and eternal 
Jerusalem, the Lord God surrounded by 

the communion of saints in the holy city. 
  

Today, I find myself in the earthly city of Jerusalem. I am aware of the 
many saints this city has produced from Mary, the Mother of Lord, several 

of the Apostles, St. Jerome who translated the bible from Greek to Latin 
and many others. Today I was joining in the Way of the Cross on the Via 
Rosa and at one point I was aware how much I was missing all of you. I 

looked up and at the 6th station saw I was at the Church of the Holy Family 
of Jerusalem. Father forgive me, I ditched the seventh station and said a 

prayer for all you in this beautiful Church. I then caught up with the group. 
  

I had the privilege of concelebrating Mass with His Beatitude, Taoud Faal, 
the Latin Patriarch of Jerusalem on the Feast of Mary, the Queen of 

Palestine. It was quite a liturgy, said in Arabic, the language of the 
Palestinians. We then joined a procession carrying the statue of Mary 
through the Christian Quarter to the Church of Our Savior. Later I visited 

the Christmas Hope Center in Bethlehem which is an international outreach 
to assist the Palestinians who have been sequestered in Bethlehem for many 

years. I hope to speak more about how we might support the 
extraordinary efforts to help young people choose hope over hatred. They 

provide many services that are changing the lives of these young people 
who are suffering as a result of the political tensions here. 

  
The peace in Jerusalem is fragile. Just the other day, I was several hundred 
feet away from a riot that broke out as ultra-orthodox Jews stormed the 

Temple Mount and were met with angry Muslims who felt their holy place 
was being violated. We must continue to pray for peace in this place that 

is the spiritual home to many communities of faith. 
  

Well back at home--Holy Family in the news. The renowned photographer, 
Kevin Eatinger, who did the picture of the Nativity Window for this year's

Reading 1 

Rv 7:2-4, 9-14 
I, John, saw another angel come up from the East, holding the seal of the living God. He 
cried out in a loud voice to the four angels who were given power to damage the land 
and the sea, òDo not damage the land or the sea or the trees 

until we put the seal on the foreheads of the servants of our God.ó I heard the number of 
those who had been marked with the seal, one hundred and forty-four thousand marked 
from every tribe of the children of Israel.  
After this I had a vision of a great multitude, which no one could count, from every 

nation, race, people, and tongue. They stood before the throne and before the Lamb, 
wearing white robes and holding palm branches in their hands. They cried out in a loud 
voice: 

òSalvation comes from our God, who is seated on the throne, and from the Lamb.ó 
All the angels stood around the throne and around the elders and the four living 
creatures. They prostrated themselves before the throne, worshiped God, and 
exclaimed: 

òAmen.  Blessing and glory, wisdom and thanksgiving, honor, power, and might 
be to our God forever and ever.  Amen.ó 
Then one of the elders spoke up and said to me, òWho are these wearing white robes, 

and where did they come from?ó I said to him, òMy lord, you are the one who knows.ó 
He said to me, òThese are the ones who have survived the time of great distress; they 
have washed their robes and made them white in the Blood of the Lamb.ó
