Dear Parishioners, 
 
We gather on this Mardi Gras 
Weekend to celebrate our faith and to 
begin preparing for the season of Lent 
that begins on Wednesday. There is 
much going on! 
 
I thank-you for your support of the Catholic Appeal. Today concludes the 
pulpit announcements and I am grateful for the support you are able to 
give this important effort to support ministry beyond the parish. òThey left 
everything and followed him.ó The theme is a challenging invitation to be 
disciples of word, sacrament, and action. 
 
At last weekõs town hall meeting we discussed a number of important 
concerns. I was delighted with the turn out and all the great ideas that 
surfaced. I announced that while we are growing as a parish, we are still a 
bit short of the goals that should be met for a full time pastor. We will 
continue as we are currently structured. 
 
After reviewing several proposals for the potential use of the firehouse 
across the street, the city wants to offer the lease to Holy Family. I am now 
reviewing the financial realities of the parish assuming responsibility of the 
firehouse. The Archdiocese conducted an audit of the building and 
determined that itõs in need of over $500,000 of capital improvements. 
Some of those projects are more urgent than others. A committee is helping 
assess what possibilities there might be to realistically take the project on. I 
will keep you informed. We will take a good look at this. 
 
The Archdiocese with the support of the Chicago Province of the Jesuits will 
go forward in erecting a healing garden for victims and survivors of sexual 
abuse along the west elevation of the Church. There will be a ground 
breaking some time in the spring. 
 
I need help! I want to establish a steering committee to help re invigorate 
our parish council. I would like to have a meeting on Sunday, Feb. 21st 
after the 9:45 Mass in the parish center. This meeting will outline a process 
that will lead to a new structure for our parish council. Please come and
