A Word from Father Jerry

Today is the Feast of the Body and Blood of 
Our Lord, Corpus Christi.

Ignatius. He is a great friend of Holy Family and is deeply appreciated as 
one of the regular presiders at the 5:00 liturgy. (I hope we still see him at 
the 5:00!) Brian will become the Superior of the house for the Jesuits who 
serve at Loyola University.
