A Word from Father Jerry
Dear Parishioners,

During the summer | find myself more aware than
usual of the beauty of nature. This may be due to
being outside more than at other times of the
year. | find that in the midst of many challenges,
Chicago is very much a "city in the garden".
More and more people are becoming more

conscious of the environment and the

responsibility we all have to be stewards of the

earth.

Here at Holy Family, we have taken a number of
steps to become a more "green" parish. Some years ago we were faced
with a persistent problem of mildew and mold in Damen Hall. We installed
several dehumidifiers and have eliminated the problem. These
dehumidifiers produce about 80 gallons of water a week. We recycle the
water by using it for our outside bushes and plants. Our cleaning service
only uses biodegradable and non toxic products. Several boards on the
handicap ramp needed to be replaced. We replaced them with Trek
Boards which are made of recycled plastics, never need to be painted or
treated and will last forever. Gradually we are replacing light bulbs with
the new lower energy technology leds. We are trying to use paper
products rather than plastic when we can. As more parishioners go from
checks and cash to making their donations online we will reduce the amount
of paper that is required in the current envelope system. We are looking
into replacing paper towel dispensers with electric hand driers to reduce
paper usage. Through the hard work of Nora Jackson we have "recycled"
many of the plants that beautify our sanctuary at Christmas and Easter.
Many of you have replanted these plants and have given them new life
rather than just throwing them out after the season is over.

The Knights of Peter Claver's Smoker last week was a great success. We
are connecting with men from St. Malachy's and this will be real blessing.
We will be having a special liturgy on the feast day of St. Peter Claver in
September. We are blessed with the relics of St. Peter Claver. Thanks also
to all who helped make the health fair last Friday such a success. Many
children got caught up on their immunizations.

Now that you
have come this close to your servant, let me bring you a little food, that you may
refresh yourselves; and afterward you may go on your way." The men replied,

What we also know is that there has
been increased support for our
pantry, and that increase comes at
an important time, since the meat
grants which we have been receiving
from Catholic Charities are no longer
available.
