A Word from Father Jerry 
 
Dear Parishioners, 
 
Last Sunday during Mass I noticed a motorcade 
pass the Church that included dozens of police 
cars, ambulances and other official vehicles. 
It was only later in the day that I was informed 
that it was a motorcade bringing the body of 
Officer Michael Bailey to Northwestern Hospital. 
He had been shot and killed in the early morning 
hours after coming home from work. He was just 
a couple of weeks away from retirement after a 
long and honorable career as a Chicago Police 
officer. 
 
Officer Bailey is yet another tragic victim of the violence that has swept our 
city. Despite many efforts Chicago continues to be plagued by many 
shootings almost everyday of the week. There is an urgent need for us as a 
community to confront the violence that touches almost every neighborhood 
in the city. There are many causes to violence; gangs, drugs, access to 
weapons, the rage of the moment, etc. 
At every liturgy we pray for peace and I pray for peace in our city. If you 
have any ideas on how we as a parish might support efforts to make our 
city safer let me know. 
 
Special thanks for the generous support of many to the Hunger Walk a few 
weeks ago. Holy Family raised over $2000! Our food pantry will benefit 
from some of this. Thanks also to the parish of Faith Hope and Charity that 
recently made a generous donation to the Food Pantry. We are always 
grateful for cash or food donations. The current economic downturn has 
affected many in the neighborhood. 
 
Tomorrow will be the wake and funeral of Frenchie Sidney. She was a 
deeply committed person to her family and this parish. She was a faithful 
member of the choir and rarely missed a Thursday assisting at the food 
pantry. Many loved her and we all miss her. The wake begins tomorrow at 
11:00 followed by the funeral at noon. There will be a repast in Damen 
Hall.

Reading 1 
Gn 18:20-32 
In those days, the LORD said: "The outcry 
against Sodom and Gomorrah is so great, 
and their sin so grave, that I must go down 
and see whether or not their actions fully 
correspond to the cry against them that 
comes to me.  I mean to find out." While 
Abraham's visitors walked on farther 
toward Sodom, the LORD remained 
standing before Abraham.  Then 
Abraham drew nearer and said: òWill 
you sweep away the innocent with the 
guilty? Suppose there were fifty innocent 
people in the city; would you wipe out the 
place, rather than spare it for the sake of 
the fifty innocent people within it?  Far be 
it from you to do such a thing, to make the 
innocent die with the guilty so that the 
innocent and the guilty would be treated 
alike!  Should not the judge of all the 
world act with justice?"  The LORD replied, 
"If I find fifty innocent people in the city 
of Sodom, I will spare the whole place for 
their sake."  Abraham spoke up again: 
"See how I am presuming to speak to my 
Lord, though I am but dust and ashes!  
What if there are five less than fifty 
innocent people?  Will you destroy the 
whole city because of those five?"  He 
answered, "I will not destroy it, if I find 
forty-five there." But Abraham persisted, 
saying "What if only forty are found 
there?"  He replied, "I will forbear doing 
it for the sake of the forty."  Then 
Abraham said, "Let not my Lord grow 
impatient if I go on.  What if only thirty 
are found there?"  He replied, "I will 
forbear doing it if I can find but thirty 
there."  Still Abraham went on, "Since I 
have thus dared to speak to my Lord, 
what if there are no more than twenty?"  
The LORD answered, "I will not destroy it, 
for the sake of the twenty." But he still 
persisted: "Please, let not my Lord grow 
angry if I speak up this last time.  What if 
there are at least ten there?"  He replied, 
"For the sake of those ten, I will not 
destroy it."

Gospel 
Lk 11:1-13 
Jesus was praying in a certain place, and 
when he had finished, one of his disciples said 
to him, "Lord, teach us to pray just as John 
taught his disciples."  He said to them, "When 
you pray, say: Father, hallowed be your 
name, your kingdom come. Give us each day 
our daily bread and forgive us our sins for 
we ourselves forgive everyone in debt to us, 
and do not subject us to the final test." And he 
said to them, "Suppose one of you has a 
friend to whom he goes at midnight and says, 
ôFriend, lend me three loaves of bread, for a 
friend of mine has arrived at my house from 
a journey and I have nothing to offer him,' 
and he says in reply from within, ôDo not 
bother me; the door has already been locked 
and my children and I are already in bed.  I 
cannot get up to give you anything.' I tell you, 
if he does not get up to give the visitor the 
loaves because of their friendship, he will get 
up to give him whatever he needs because of 
his persistence. "And I tell you, ask and you 
will receive; seek and you will find; knock 
and the door will be opened to you.  For 
everyone who asks, receives; and the one 
who seeks, finds; and to the one who knocks, 
the door will be opened.
