Dear Parishioners,

when Sunday was a day devoted to going to Church and being with fam-
ily. There was a time when stores, shops and other kinds of activities were-
n‘t open and didn‘t happen because it was Sunday. Very few people 
worked on Sunday. Other than Church, most families gathered and had 
Sunday dinner together. 
 
Unfortunately, now a days, Sunday has become just like any other day of 
the week. Some even find Sunday busier than other days of the week. 
Many have to work; for some Sunday is the only day they can shop and 
get the laundry done. Fewer and fewer families gather for a family dinner 
and Sunday attendance in most Churches has been declining for some time.
