The story of the man born blind is filled with many 
applications to our Lenten journey. 
Lent helps us to see what we usually are unable or 
unwilling to see. Every one of us has parts of our lives 
that we are less than honest about, parts that yearn for the healing love of 
our Lord and savior. 
Lets pray for one another that the grace of the holy season will bring light 
where there is darkness. Trying to face our limitations and weaknesses 
takes courage! 
 
Our liturgy committee has been working on preparations for Holy Week. It 
takes many people in order for these liturgies to happen. Thanks to all who 
are assisting in these preparations.  
 
The weekend of March 15th ð 16th is shaping up to be really something. 
Saturday morning, we will be marching in the St. Patrickõs Day parade. 
Saturday evening will be the highly anticipated concert by the Chicago 
Chorale of Bachõs òThe Passion of St. Matthewó. The concert is preceded by 
a lecture by Dr. Martin Marty, a renowned theologian from the University 
of Chicago on the passion narrative in the Gospel of St. Matthew. He is the 
distinguished professor emeritus of the University of Chicago Divinity 
School. I have a few complementary tickets available on a first come first 
serve basis. Sunday is Palm Sunday and that afternoon is the Easter egg 
hunt for the children in conjunction with our Sharing Parish, St. Raymond.

A reading from the Book of Samuel: 
The LORD said to Samuel: 
òFill your horn with oil, and be on your 
way. I am sending you to Jesse of Beth-
lehem, for I have chosen my king from 
among his sons.ó 
 
As Jesse and his sons came to the sacri-
fice, Samuel looked at Eliab and 
thought, 
òSurely the LORDõs anointed is here be-
fore him.ó But the LORD said to Samuel: 
òDo not judge from his appearance or 
from his lofty stature, because I have 
rejected him. Not as man sees does God 
see, because man sees the appearance 
but the LORD looks into the heart.ó In the 
same way Jesse presented seven sons 
before Samuel, but Samuel said to 
Jesse, òThe LORD has not chosen any 
one of these.ó Then Samuel asked Jesse, 
òAre these all the sons you have?ó Jesse 
replied, òThere is still the youngest, who 
is tending the sheep.ó Samuel said to 
Jesse, òSend for him; we will not begin 
the sacrificial banquet until he arrives 
here.ó Jesse sent and had the young 
man brought to them. He was ruddy, a 
youth handsome to behold and making 
a splendid appearance.

A Reading from the holy Gospel according 
to John: 
As Jesus passed by he saw a man blind 
from birth. He spat on the ground and 
made clay with the saliva, and smeared 
the clay on his eyes, and said to him, 
òGo wash in the Pool of Siloamó ñ which 
means Sent ñ. So he went and washed, 
and came back able to see. 
 
His neighbors and those who had seen him 
earlier as a beggar said, òIsnõt this the one 
who used to sit and beg? óSome said, òIt  
is, ò but others said, òNo, he just looks like 
him.ó He said, òI am.ó 
 
They brought the one who was once blind 
to the Pharisees. Now Jesus had made clay 
and opened his eyes on a sabbath. So then 
the Pharisees also asked him how he was 
able to see. He said to them, òHe put clay 
on my eyes, and I washed, and now I can 
see.ó So some of the Pharisees said, 
òThis man is not from God, because he 
does not keep the sabbath.ó But others 
said, òHow can a sinful man do such signs?ó 
And there was a division among them. So 
they said to the blind man again, òWhat 
do you have to say about him, since he 
opened your eyes?ó He said, òHe is a 
prophet.ó 
 
They answered and said to him, òYou were 
born totally in sin, and are you trying to 
teach us?ó Then they threw him out. 
 
When Jesus heard that they had thrown 
him out, he found him and said, òDo you 
believe in the Son of Man?ó He answered

òWho is he, sir, that I may believe in him?ó 
Jesus said to him, òYou have seen him, and

   Fifteen-year-old Ben 
Underwood of 
Sacramento, California, 
is one typical teenager. 
He loves 
skateboarding, playing 
basketball with his friends, and listening to 
music. Ben also happens to be blind after 
losing his sight to retinal cancer at the age 
of three. But thanks to a loving mother who 
has always told him he can do anything in 
life he wishes, Ben simply lives his life like 
his friends. "I'm not blind," he says, "I just 
can't see." 
 Many of us who can see are, in 
fact, blind. We live our lives in the 
darkness of sin and despair. Today's 
reading from the Gospel of John illustrates 
that even after a lifetime-of blindness, we 
always have the opportunity to see the 
light-the light of the world that is Jesus 
Christ. His love flowing through our hearts 
removes the shroud of darkness and 
despair, giving us hope and confidence 
and allowing us to find our way and to 
follow his greatest commandment, to love 
one another. 
 One of the greatest obstacles to 
true faith is the feeling of doubt. Those 
who challenge the existence of God, who 
allow themselves to express doubt, have 
instilled upon themselves a spiritual 
blindness. The first commandment teaches 

us to always cherish and nurture our faith, 
protecting it to the point of rejecting any 
and all opposition to it. On this fourth 
Sunday of Lent, renew your determination 
to live in the light of the Lord.
