 A Word from Father Jerry   
 
Dear Parishioners,  
 
It is June already! I am aware of many families in the 
parish celebrating graduations and I extend my 
congratulations to all of our graduates. Completing a 
course of studies is a great accomplishment and 
deserves much admiration. St. Ignatius celebrates its graduation mass here 
at Holy Family. Several regular attendees of the 5:00 mass are graduating 
from UIC. Best of luck to all!  
 
This afternoon I welcome Cardinal George to Holy Family for the annual 
Lumen Cordium Mass. It is always a blessing to have the Cardinal here at 
Holy Family. I expressed our gratitude to him for the beautiful communion 
cups he donated to Holy Family on the occasion of our 150th anniversary. 
Tomorrow, Bishop Sartain of the Diocese of Joliet will be celebrating a 
mass acknowledging the anniversary of the founding of the National Order 
of Foresters, that started here at Holy Family.  
 
Yesterday the Finance Council met to review the results of the procedural 
audit that the Archdiocese conducted on our financial practices. I am 
pleased that we did well and a number of helpful recommendations were 
made. The Finance Council reviewed the final budget submitted for fiscal 
year 2009. We must now prepare the end of the year report for fiscal 
year 2008.  
 
Next week's second collection is in support of the needs of the retired 
priests of the Archdiocese. As you might imagine, the health care costs have 
soared and we have serious challenges facing the needs of our retired 
priests. Your support of this collection is greatly appreciated. Many retired 
priests continue to serve many parishes and institutions. Last Sunday, the 
Archdiocese's oldest priest, Fr. Scottie McDonald was at Holy Family 
attending the Fire Department's Memorial Day Mass. He was the Chaplain 
for many years and just turned 94. He is one of our best priests.  
 
On June 29th we will be having our Parish Council meeting on Sunday after 
mass. Last Fall the Council began with some listening sessions and has spent 
the last several months reflecting on ways to respond to many new needs 
and concerns. Please plan on attending. I will be sharing some of the issues 
and responses of the Council in preparation for this meeting.

 The Sunday readings are placed in this bulletin for the 
benefit of those who might have a hearing impairment, and 
for your reflection before Mass and during the week.  Since 
an important part of our Sunday worship is hearing the 
scripture proclaimed, we urge you to LISTEN to the readings 
as they are proclaimed.  Thank you. 

 
 
For example, one concern was 
related to the increasing use of our 
facilities and the challenge of 
maintaining a clean, safe 
environment. In reviewing many 
options, we decided to employ a 
cleaning service used by many 
parishes that gives a corporate 
discount. The facilities are cleaned 
twice a week and the overall result 
has been cost effective and the 
place is much cleaner in light of the 
significant increase in use. Last 
weekend we had our usual  
liturgies, three weddings with about 
300 attendees at each, 2 baptisms 
and the Fire Department Mass. All 
these events are great but present 
challenges to us. There have been 
many issues that the Council has 
worked on that I will share with 
you.  
 
The AIDS Legal Clinic of Chicago 
offers many resources for low 
income individuals with HIV. They 
have done a tremendous job in 
assisting people secure benefits 
and issues related to discrimination.

This week I have the pleasure of 
celebrating Mass at Rush Barton 
Residence at Roosevelt and Wood. 
We have several parishioners 
there, who are not able to join us 
at Mass, but always pray for us. I 
am grateful to Sister Grace, the 
pastoral chaplain who works so 
hard meeting the spiritual needs of 
the residents.
