A Word from Father Jerry   

Dear Parishioners,  

Today we welcome Augustine Mohoyie who is a 

fourth year student at Mundelein Seminary. He is 

speaking to us this Sunday in which the annual 

Seminary Appeal is taken up.  

Augustine was born in Tanzania and immigrated to 

the United States. It is a blessing to have a future priest here with us. Your 

support of our seminary system is important. We must provide the best education 

program for our future priests so that they can face the future challenges of the 

Church with a strong and healthy background. We are fortunate that our 

seminary system has a strong program in theological education and spiritual 

formation. Welcome Augustine!  

Last week I indicated some of the issues related to the repairs of Damen hall. 

One of the projects identified in our Long Range planning process of a few 

years ago was to renovate the bathrooms in Damen Hall. This process was led 

by Bob Nickola and the committee was made up of Bob Bolden, Odell Gordon, 

Frank Griffin and Tom McElligott. In light of some of the drainage issues, I had a 

proposal developed by Ward Contracting and Erickson Plumbing. They have 

done our other capital projects and do great work. To do the necessary 

replacement of sewage pipes, to install new pumps, separate the sewage and 

rainwater and renovate the bathrooms would come to $130,000.  

I am pleased to announce that the Chicago Province of the Jesuits is willing to 

contribute $65,000 to this project. In reviewing the proposal with the finance 

committee they were supportive of the parish going into our savings so that this 

project can be completed. I am grateful to you and the Jesuits. This upgrade will 

make our bathrooms downstairs handicap accessible and will help us make a 

major step in further securing the Church from flooding. I hope the project will 

begin shortly.  

Holy Family has hosted a number of special gatherings in recent weeks. We 

hosted a whole day seminar for the Racism and Ethnic Sensitivity Committee, the 

Knights of Malta had a beautiful liturgy celebrating Respect Life Month, Bishop 

Gorman and Mike McCaskey (Chicago Bears) had a day of renewal for CEO's, 

the Ignatian Volunteers had an in service here and the Committee for

A Message from the Catholic Bishops 
of Illinois 

 
CHICAGO, IL (September 22, 2008) - 
Today, the Catholic Bishops of Illinois 
released the statement Our Conscience 
and Our Vote, to help prepare 
Catholics for the upcoming election 
and further participation in the 
political process. The statement is 
signed by all the Bishops in the 
Province of Illinois including Francis 
Cardinal George, O.M.I., as well as 
Bishops from the Ukrainian Catholic 
Eparchy and the Syro-Malabar 
Diocese of Chicago. 
 
The statement is consistent with the 
themes embodied in Forming 
Consciences for Faithful Citizenship, a 
document published by the United 
States Conference of Catholic Bishops. 
However, òthe bishops in Illinois 
wanted to issue a unique statement 
referencing some challenges specific to 
Illinois,ó said Catholic Conference 
Director, Robert Gilligan.
