A Word from Father Jerry   
 
Dear Parishioners,  
 
Our Lenten journey continues into the third week. Our 
theme for the season is; God's Saving Power, Our 
Reflection, Our Response. I pray these days provide 
a chance for you to reflect on the power of God's love 
for you.  
Our parish Lenten Afternoon of reflection is scheduled 
for Sunday March 29th after the 9:45 a.m. mass. Please sign up. 
Last week all of our First Communicants made their First Reconciliation. They did a 
great job and I appreciate how well our catechists, Katie Waters and Monica 
Anderson prepared them.  
I ask your prayers for Bill Wendt, a parishioner who is recovering from a ruptured 
aneurism. He is a resident at the Mid America Care Center at 4920 N Kenmore. He 
often rides his bike to Church.

Gospel 

Jn 2:13-25 

 

Since the Passover of the Jews was near, 

Jesus went up to Jerusalem. He found in 

the temple area those who sold oxen, 

sheep, and doves,  as well as the money 

changers seated there. He made a whip 

out of cords and drove them all out of 

the temple area, with the sheep and 

oxen,  and spilled the coins of the 

money changers and overturned their 

tables,  and to those who sold doves he 

said, òTake these out of here,  and stop 

making my Father's house a 

marketplace." His disciples recalled the 

words of Scripture,  Zeal for your house 

will consume me.  At this the Jews 

answered and said to him, òWhat sign 

can you show us for doing this?" Jesus 

answered and said to them,  òDestroy 

this temple and in three days I will raise 

it up." The Jews said,  òThis temple has 

been under construction for forty-six 

years,  and you will raise it up in three 

days?" But he was speaking about the 

temple of his body. Therefore, when he 

was raised from the dead,  his disciples 

remembered that he had said this,  and 

they came to believe the Scripture  and 

the word Jesus had spoken. 

While he was in Jerusalem for the feast 

of Passover,  many began to believe in 

his name  when they saw the signs he 

was doing. But Jesus would not trust 

himself to them because he knew them 

all,  and did not need anyone to testify 

about human nature. He himself 

understood it well.
