A Word from Father Jerry  
Dear Parishioners, 
 
Today we rejoice with the celebration of First 
Communion Sunday. We also celebrate the 
Feast of the Ascension. Our First 
Communicants are to be congratulated as we 
witness their reception of the Body and Blood 
of Our Lord and Savior for the first time. This 
is one of the great rites of Spring. As new life is being revealed to us in the 
world of nature, we acknowledge this new moment in the life of our young 
people. As they come forward today, they remind us what a blessing the 
Eucharist is in our own lives. 
 
I wish to thank in a special way our catechist, Monica Anderson. She is a 
native of Seattle and has been participating in the Jesuit Volunteer Corp. 
She has done a terrific job and has been devoted to the preparation of 
our candidates. She will be returning to Seattle this summer but she will 
always have a home here at Holy Family!

The highly regarded photographer, Kevin Eatinger was taking pictures of 
Holy Family recently for a project that he is working on. He graciously has 
shared these photographs with us.

News in the “hood”—I met recently with officials of the Chicago Province of 
the Society of Jesus to hear about a major project. They have purchased 6 
acres of land on Peoria just south and East of Holy Family to eventually 
serve as their provincial headquarters. They are merging with the Detroit 
Province and may eventually merge with the Milwaukee Province. Their 
current headquarters on Clark Street will be inadequate. They are also 
hoping to have a conference center and a place to house several Jesuits. 
This is quite exciting and will bring much new energy and resources into the 
neighborhood. This neighborhood and its environs have much historic 
meaning to the Jesuits. There are also several Jesuit institutions serving 
many people that are close to this new facility. As more information 
becomes available, I will share it with you.

  Reading 1 
Acts 1:1-11 
In the first book, Theophilus, I dealt with all that Jesus did and taught until the day 
he was taken up, after giving instructions through the Holy Spirit to the apostles 
whom he had chosen. He presented himself alive to them by many proofs after he 
had suffered, appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the 
kingdom of God. While meeting with the them, he enjoined them not to depart 
from Jerusalem, but to wait for "the promise of the Father about which you have 
heard me speak; for John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be 
baptized with the Holy Spirit."  When they had gathered together they asked 
him, "Lord, are you at this time going to restore the kingdom to Israel?" He 
answered them, "It is not for you to know the times or seasons that the Father has 
established by his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit 
comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, throughout Judea and 
Samaria, and to the ends of the earth." When he had said this, as they were 
looking on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him from their sight. While they 
were looking intently at the sky as he was going, suddenly two men dressed in 
white garments stood beside them. They said, "Men of Galilee, why are you 
standing there looking at the sky? This Jesus who has been taken up from you into 
heaven will return in the same way as you have seen him going into heaven."

Eph 1:17-23 
Brothers and sisters: May the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, 
give you a Spirit of wisdom and revelation resulting in knowledge of him. May the 
eyes of your hearts be enlightened, that you may know what is the hope that 
belongs to his call, 
what are the riches of glory in his inheritance among the holy ones, and what is 
the surpassing greatness of his power for us who believe, in accord with the 
exercise of his great might, which he worked in Christ, raising him from the dead 
and seating him at his right hand in the heavens, far above every principality, 
authority, power, and dominion, and every name that is named not only in this 
age but also in the one to come. And he put all things beneath his feet and gave 
him as head over all things to the church, which is his body, the fullness of the one 
who fills all things in every way.

Gospel 
Mk 16:15-20 
Jesus said to his disciples: "Go into the whole world and proclaim the gospel to 
every creature. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved; whoever does 
not believe will be condemned. These signs will accompany those who believe: in 
my name they will drive out demons, they will speak new languages. They will 
pick up serpents with their hands, and if they drink any deadly thing, it will not 
harm them. They will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover." So then the Lord 
Jesus, after he spoke to them, was taken up into heaven and took his seat at the 
right hand of God. But they went forth and preached everywhere, while the Lord 
worked with them and confirmed the word through accompanying signs.
