Today we welcome Cardinal George to Holy Family. He will be celebrating
Mass at 3:00 p.m. for the Lumen Cordium Society. It is always a blessing to have
the “Shepherd” in our midst. You may know that the Cardinal’s grandmother was
baptized here at Holy Family and he came here many times with her. He still has
a vigil candle from the annual novena to the Sacred Heart that was held here at
Holy Family for many years.

Last week the Parish Council met for our June meeting. We had a great
conversation on a wide variety of issues. A major concern was the financial
challenges that face Holy Family during this economic downturn. We are about
$20,000 behind in income. | hope everyone can “dig a little deeper” in the
coming weeks so that we can close the gap between expenses and income. The
less we have to go into savings the better. | really appreciate any additional
support you can give us.

| have identified some areas to cut expenses. | have renegotiated the rent on
the priest residence by about $200 a month. | have decided to do away with
internet access at the priest residence. While this is convenient, | do have access at
the parish office and at the Pastoral Center and can live without it. | also am
going to drop the grass cutting service from the cleaning company. | can use the
exercise! These measures will not make up for the loss of income but they certainly
help. | will be reviewing other possibilities for cost cutting in the weeks ahead.

We talked at the parish council how we must explore ways to increase our
income. For much of the year our weekly collections have been about $2000, that
comes to about $8000 a month. Our monthly diocesan assessment alone is about
$7000. We are very dependant on outside sources of income and when they
decline like they are now we have challenges. | am very open to any ideas you
might have to increase fund raising.
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The Sunday readings are placed in this bulletin
for the benefit of those who might have a hearing
impairment, and for your reflection before Mass
and during the week. Since an important part of
our Sunday worship is hearing the scripture
proclaimed, we urge you to LISTEN to the readings
as they are proclaimed. Thank you.

Reading 1
Ex 24:38
When Moses came to the people and related all the words and ordinances of the
LORD, they all answered with one voice, "We will do everything that the LORD
has told us." Moses then wrote down all the words of the LORD and, rising early
the next day, he erected at the foot of the mountain an altar and twelve pillars
for the twelve tribes of Israel. Then, having sent certain young men of the Israelites
to offer holocausts and sacrifice young bulls as peace offerings to the LORD,
Moses took half of the blood and put it in large bowls; the other half he splashed
on the altar. Taking the book of the covenant, he read it aloud to the people, who
answered, "All that the LORD has said, we will heed and do." Then he took the
blood and sprinkled it on the people, saying, "This is the blood of the covenant
that the LORD has made with you in accordance with all these words of his."

Reading Il
Heb 9:1215
Brothers and sisters: When Christ came as high priest of the good things that have
come to be, passing through the greater and more perfect tabernacle not made
by hands, that is, not belonging to this creation, he entered once for all into the
sanctuary, not with the blood of goats and calves but with his own blood, thus
obtaining eternal redemption. For if the blood of goats and bulls and the
sprinkling of a heifer's ashes can sanctify those who are defiled so that their flesh
is cleansed, how much more will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit
offered himself unblemished to God, cleanse our consciences from dead works to
worship the living God. For this reason he is mediator of a new covenant:
since a death has taken place for deliverance from transgressions under the first
covenant, those who are called may receive the promised eternal inheritance.

Gospel
Mk 14:12-16, 22-26
On the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread, when they sacrificed the
Passover lamb, Jesus' disciples said to him, "Where do you want us to go and
prepare for you to eat the Passover2" He sent two of his disciples and said to
them, "Go into the city and a man will meet you, carrying a jar of water. Follow
him. Wherever he enters, say to the master of the house, “The Teacher says,
"Where is my guest room where | may eat the Passover with my disciples2™ Then
he will show you a large upper room furnished and ready. Make the preparations
for us there." The disciples then went off, entered the city, and found it just as he
had told them; and they prepared the Passover. While they were eating, he took
bread, said the blessing, broke it, gave it to them, and said, "Take it; this is my
body." Then he took a cup, gave thanks, and gave it to them, and they all drank
from it. He said to them, "This is my blood of the covenant, which will be shed for
many. Amen, | say to you, | shall not drink again the fruit of the vine until the day
when | drink it new in the kingdom of God." Then, after singing a hymn, they went
out to the Mount of Olives.

The Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ

Recently, we attended the
wake of a dear friend who had
succumbed to cancer. She was in her
early 70s, and had three grown
children, all married. Over the years, the
family had grown distant; the siblings
were leading their lives with problems
of their own and had little contact with
their mother. Yet at the wake, they
seemed to come together, realizing that
everything they were, all of their traits
and values and loves and struggles,
were given to them by their mother. In
her death, they came to know that they
were given the greatest gift, the gift of
life.

Today, we celebrate the feast
of the Most Holy Body and Blood of
Christ. We are called to reflect and
renew our faith in the saving nourishment
of the Eucharist. At the Last Supper,
Jesus broke the bread and poured the
wine, instructing his disciples not only to
eat and drink in his memory, but to do
so with others who would believe. All
that he was, he wanted to give to the
world. And as he foretold in the
distribution of the loaves and fishes,
each of us who receives him is to give
him as well.

The Catechism of the Catholic
Church defines the Eucharist this way:
"The Eucharist is a sacrifice of
thanksgiving to the Father, a blessing by
which the Church expresses her gratitude
to God for all his benefits, for all that he
has accomplished through creation,
redemption, and sanctification. Eucharist
means first of all 'thanksgiving™ (CCC
1360). As we approach the altar
prepared to receive the body and
blood of Christ, perhaps we would do
well to remember the sacrifice he gave
for us-his very life. In doing so, we
realize that sense of thanksgiving that
embodies the Eucharist.
