Reading 1 
1 Sm 3:3b-10, 19 
Samuel was sleeping in the temple of the LORD where the ark of God was. The 
LORD called to Samuel, who answered, òHere I am.ó Samuel ran to Eli and said, 
òHere I am.  You called me.ó òI did not call you, ò  Eli said.  òGo back to sleep.ó 
So he went back to sleep. Again the LORD called Samuel, who rose and went to 
Eli. òHere I am, ò he said.  òYou called me.ó But Eli answered, òI did not call you, 
my son.  Go back to sleep.ó  
At that time Samuel was not familiar with the LORD, because the LORD had not 
revealed anything to him as yet. The LORD called Samuel again, for the third 
time. Getting up and going to Eli, he said, òHere I am.  You called me.ó Then Eli 
understood that the LORD was calling the youth. So he said to Samuel, òGo to 
sleep, and if you are called, reply, Speak, LORD, for your servant is listening.ó 
When Samuel went to sleep in his place, the LORD came and revealed his 
presence, calling out as before, òSamuel, Samuel!ó Samuel answered, òSpeak, for 
your servant is listening.ó 
Samuel grew up, and the LORD was with him, not permitting any word of his to be 
without effect.

Gospel 
Jn 1:35-42 
John was standing with two of his disciples, and as he watched Jesus walk by, he 
said, òBehold, the Lamb of God.ó The two disciples heard what he said and 
followed Jesus. Jesus turned and saw them following him and said to them, òWhat 
are you looking for?ó They said to him, òRabbió ñ which translated means 
Teacher ñ, òwhere are you staying?ó He said to them, òCome, and you will see.ó 
So they went and saw where Jesus was staying, and they stayed with him that 
day. It was about four in the afternoon. Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter, was 
one of the two who heard John and followed Jesus. He first found his own brother 
Simon and told him, òWe have found the Messiahó ñ which is translated Christ ñ. 
Then he brought him to Jesus. Jesus looked at him and said, òYou are Simon the 
son of John; you will be called Cephasó ñ which is translated Peter. 

The Gospel of the Lord 

2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time 
          Men have a habit that appar-
ently is not shared by their wives. It's 
called pantry grazing, or cabinet surf-
ing, or raiding the refrigerator. It is a 
simple process in which we hear a little 
voice in our heads (or our stomachs) 
which commands us to find something to 
eat. Now, most of us are pretty clueless 
when it comes to what exactly we want 
or where exactly we might find it. We 
do our best to graze the pantry or surf 
the cabinets in solitude, but the minute 
we open that refrigerator door, our 
wives are suddenly standing behind us, 
asking "What are you looking for?" 
 What are you looking for? 
Some people spend their entire lives 
trying to "find themselves" or "find the 
meaning of life." Sadly, some find nei-
ther. Two of John the Baptist's followers 
were with him when Jesus walked by 
one day. "Behold, the Lamb of God," 
John said to them. Immediately, they 
wanted to be with him, referring to him 
as rabbi, or teacher. Andrew introduced 
his brother Simon to Jesus who immedi-
ately changed Simon's name to Peter. In 
this short period of time, these men 
found the meaning of life-and them-
selves. 
 Today's Gospel reading from 
John tells of the beginning of Jesus' 
other family, his disciples. The Catechism 
of the Catholic Church reminds us that 
"the Christian family is a communion of 
persons, a sign and image of the com-
munion of the Father and the Son in the 
Holy Spirit" (CCC 2205). By praying 
daily and reading the word of God, we 
strengthen our families and further our 
ability to spread the Gospel of the Lord, 
just as those called to Jesus' other family 
were able to do when they found what 
they were looking for.
